Within the framework of the Erasmus + KA171 project 
carried out between Tekirdağ Namık Kemal University 
and Albania Barleti University, “Tekirdağ Design 
Charrette: Scenarios for Waterfront” will be held 
between July 3–6, 2023, in Tekirdağ, Türkiye. The 
event will be carried out jointly with the faculty 
members from Tekirdağ Namık Kemal University, 
Barleti University, and İstanbul Arel University.
